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e Patients with hereditary fructose intolerance (HFI) must not be given this medicine unless strictly necessary.
Babies and young children (below 2 years of age) may not yet be diagnosed with hereditary fructose intolerance
(HFT). Medicines (containing sorbitol/fructose) given intravenously may be life-threatening and should be
contraindicated in this population unless there is an overwhelming clinical need and no alternatives are available.
A detailed history with regard to HFI symptoms has to be taken of each patient prior to being given this medicinal
product.
e Patients must tell their doctor before receiving these medicines if they or their child have HFI or if their child can
no longer take sweet foods or drinks because they feel sick, vomit or get unpleasant effects such as bloating,
stomach cramps or diarrhea.
